The proposed payment rate for transition assistance service is $158.28 
 
 
METHODOLOGY AND JUSTIFICATION 
The proposed payment rates were determined in accordance with the rate setting 
methodologies codified at 1 TAC, Chapter 355, Subchapter F, §355.723, 
Reimbursement Methodology for Home and Community-Based Services and Texas 
Home Living Programs, as proposed for adoption effective December 2, 2014.
